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Organizing and Installing Vue 3D Content 
Before starting to add more 3D content to Vue, let’s see what’s there. The default location for Content files is: 

Windows XP - C:\Documents and Settings\ [User name]\My Documents\e-on software\Vue xx 

Windows 7 uses the Libraries - Documents\e-on software\Vue xx. 

For Macs, the default location for Content files: /Users/[User name]/Documents/e-on software/Vue xx 

 
Windows XP Windows 7 

If it's a *.atm file it goes in \Atmospheres 
If it's a *.bmp, *.jpg, *.tif file it goes in \Bitmaps (unless it was included with an *.obj file) 
If it's a *.bru file it goes in \Brushes 
If it's a *.vim file it goes in \Bitmaps\HDRI. 
If it's a *.cld file it goes in \Clouds. 
If it's a *.clr file it goes in \Color Maps. 
If it's a *.flt file it goes in \Filters. 
If it's a *.fnc file it goes in \Functions. 
If it's a *.vmc file it goes in \Macros. 
If it's a *.mat file it goes in \Materials. 
If it's a *.mnd file it goes in \MetaNodes. 
If it's a *.vom file it goes in \Motions. 
If it's a *.vob file it goes in \Objects. 
If it's a *.veg file it goes in \Plants. 
If it's a *.vue file it goes in \Scenes. 
If it's a *.prt file it goes in \Terrains. 
If it's a *.txs file it goes in \Text Styles. 

 
That’s a lot of files! Now, in each main folder above, there are sub-folders… You can also create your own subfolders.  So, 
for Objects, you could have the following: 
\Objects\Buildings 
\Objects\Buildings\Castles 
\Objects\Buildings\SciFi 
\Objects\Buildings\StoneMason 
↓ 
etc… 
Use as many folders as you need to be able to locate your files easily!

What to do with the Extras CD  
Vue Esprite and above include an Extras CD.  This CD contains the sample scenes and some 3D content. 

 

You can download the Extras CD from your 
account on www.e-onsoftware.com. 

 

Click on My Account in the upper right 
corner of the web page. 

Click on Registered Products.   

Click the Download Extras Disk.  This will be 
a zip file, so once you have the download 
saved, unzip the file. 

 

 

You will see a CD icon when you select 
content that is on the Extras CD. 

 

 

If you click on the CD icon, you will see this 
screen. 

 

You can have Vue copy the files over for 
you by telling Vue where the files are 
located on your computer.

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Installing all the files on the Extras CD 

 

Download and unzip the Extras CD file.  
These are the folders you should have in 
the extras CD.   

Copy the files to where your content files 
are located. When asked if you want to 
replace folders, select Yes. 

 

Content Goes Here! 

Windows XP - C:\Documents and Settings\ [User name]\My Documents\e-on software\Vue xx 

Windows 7 uses the Libraries - C:\Users\ [Username]\Documents\e-on software\Vue xx. 

For Macs, the default location for Content files: /Users/[User name]/Documents/e-on software/Vue xx 

Copy the Extras CD folders: 

¶ Animations                Copy to …\e-on software\Vue xx \Scenes\Animations 

¶ Archives                     Do not copy this folder – it is only used if you install Vue 9 from the DVD. 

¶ Objects                       Copy to …\e-on software\Vue xx \Objects 

¶ Pictures                      Copy to …\e-on software\Vue xx \Pictures 

¶ Scenes                        Copy to …\e-on software\Vue xx \Scenes 

¶ Tools                           Copy this folder to anywhere on your computer. It is used to convert old Vue 3 
                                     scenes.  There is not a Mac version. 

 

In the example above, copy the Objects folder from the Extras CD to your Objects folder.  When asked if you want to 

replace folders, select Yes. 
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Buying Cornucopia3D Content  

 

Cornucopia3D offers several options when 
purchasing 3D content. 

 

Locked to my License(s): Yes – this content 
will only work on your copies of Vue that 
have a valid INST code and have been 
activated. 

Locked to my License(s): No – this content 
will work with any copy of Vue.  Not all 
content is available as unlocked. 

 

Some objects may be available in 
different file formats – for example, 
LightWave obj or 3DS. 

 

 

Make sure the correct version of Vue is 
selected!   

 

If I want the item to work for both Vue 7 
and Vue 8 (depending if that the object is 
available for both versions) then download 
the Vue 7 version.  If you get the Vue 8 
version, it will not work in Vue 7 (not 
backward compatible), but a Vue 7 object 
will work in Vue 8. 

 

Select file type to download:  

Installer will download an exe file or select 
Zip file. 

You still need to run the exe or unzip 
the zip file!!!   

Sometimes when you unzip the file, it will 
have another zip file.  Make sure to unzip 
the second one too. 

 

 

Click on Checkout and pay for the item – I 
like PayPal.

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Downloading Cornucopia3D Items  
Once you bought items from Cornucopia3D, you have a choice of what Vue version to use or downloading an exe file or a 

zip. The zip file allows you to choose where to place the files – the exe may use a rather long path (but it does make sense)! 

 

Click My Account on the Cornucopia3D web 
page.  

 

 

Click on My Purchased Items. 

 

 

Sometimes you may want to switch the Vue 
version or switch between zip or exe 
downloads. 

 

Click the Edit icon on the right that looks 
like a wrench and screwdriver. 

 

 

 

Select file type to download:  

Installer will download an exe file or select 
Zip file.

Cornucopia3D Zip File 

See Downloading and Installing 
Cornucopia3D exe Files 

 

Click on Apply if you made a change and 
then click Back to purchases.  You changes 
will be applied to all of your content.   
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Downloading and Installing Cornucopia3D Zip Files  

 

If you selected a zip file, make note of the 
recommend path! 

 

 

Click on the download link.   

 

 

 

Click Save. 

Remember where you downloaded the 
file! 

 

 

Unzip the file. 

 

Some files may be zipped twice – so 
when you unzip the first time, you will have 
a folder with another zip file in it. Make 
sure to unzip ALL the files! 

 

 

Now move the unzipped file to the 
recommended folder.  You should have the 
actual .vob and a matching ~~.vob file.   

You can safely delete the ~~.vob file – 
this is the Cornucopia advertisement icon 
for the visual browser. 

If you do decide to use a different folder, 
then make sure to delete the ~~.vob file.  
When Vue sees a matching file name in the 
same folder, then you will only see the icon 
for the real content in the visual browser.  
Otherwise, your content can get confusing 
when you have both real content and the 
advertising icons. 
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Downloading and Installing Cornucopia3D exe Files  

 

Download the exe file by clicking on the 
download link. 

 

 

Double-click on the exe file to install it. 

If you do not like the path that Vue chooses, 
then click No, otherwise click Yes. 

 

 

If you do click on No, make sure to select 
the proper item destination!   

 

 If you selected No the default folder 
Vue uses will be to the Program Files folder 
– this is not where your content should be 
installed!!!  

 

 

 

Select the correct content folder where you 
want the item installed.  See page 1 of this 
document! 

 

 

That’s it!  You are ready to Vue.  The handy 
log.txt file will let you know where the item 
was installed.  The log file will be created in 
the same folder as the exe file. 
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Is it Real Content or Advertisement?  

 

When you want to load an item, Cornucopia 
advertisement icons may make it difficult to 
spot your real content.   

 

Items that are available for purchase 
have the Cornucopia logo on the preview.  
If it doesn’t have an icon and there is no ~~ 
in the file name, this is content that you 
have.  In this example, only the selected 
item is real content, the others are 
advertising. 

 

 

For older versions of Vue, just click on the 
ghost icon and only the installed items will 
show. 

 

Vue 9 has 3 options: 

 You can hide all 
Cornucopia3D items, show a short selection 
of the best Cornucopia3D items, or show all 
Cornucopia3D items from selected 
collection. 

 

 You can’t hide all Cornucopia3D items 
in Pioneer. 
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My Content Will not Run  

 

If you try to load an object and get the 
following message - re-download and install 
the object.   

 Check you have the correct Vue version 
selected before downloading.   

 Check your copy of Vue is activated 
and you are using the same account as you 
used when purchasing the item. 

 Check that you have the latest patch 
for Vue.   

 

If it still will not load after that - contact 
Cornucopia3D support by e-mail at 
support@cornucopia3d.com. 

 

 

You will see this message if you click on a 
Cornucopia3D advertisement icon.   

 

My Content Will not Download  

 

If you click on your download link, it may 
take a while before the file starts to 
download.  Wait a bit and it should start.  
The larger the file, the longer you should 
wait.  If it really has a problem/bad link, you 
will see an error page.   

Contact Cornucopia3D support by e-mail at 
support@cornucopia3d.com.   

 

 

If you see an error message like this one, 
ignore it and hopefully the download will 
start.  If not, then contact Cornucopia3D 
support by e-mail at 
support@cornucopia3d.com.   

This is a recent problem and is being 
worked on.  Hopefully it will be fixed soon.
